
 

 

New Orleans was once a city 

shaded throughout with a canopy 

of trees.  The effects of Hurri-

canes Katrina and Rita knocked 

down many trees. The flooding of 

much of the city which followed 

killed many more trees from the 

brackish water.  It is estimated 

that the city and surrounding areas 

lost as many as 100,000 trees. 

Hike for KaTREEna is a non-

profit organization dedicated to 

replanting trees in New Orleans to 

bring back the shade canopy.  On 

March 14 those efforts will focus 

on Broadway from Fountaine-

bleau to the river.  Approximately 

300 trees will be planted along the 

St. Baldrick's is an international 

fundraising event that raises money 

for childhood cancer research.  

Participants get involved by com-

mitting to shave their heads and 

gathering donations from friends 

and family for their commitment, 

much like runners in a marathon.  

The bald heads show the partici-

pants support for children who 

have lost their hair from chemo-

therapy. 

St. Baldrick's events are held 

across the country, typically 

around St. Patrick's Day.  The Tu-

lane Medical School is hosting its 

second annual St. Baldrick's event 

on Wednesday, March 18.  In addi-

tion to having people shave their 

heads, the Medical School is host-

ing a silent auction with items do-

nated from local retailers and sell-

ing t-shirts for the event.  A portion 

of the money raised will be do-

nated to the St. Baldrick's 

Foundation and a portion will 

be put towards building a 

"Boundless Playground" at the 

Tulane Hospital for long-term 

treatment children.  At last 

year's event approximately 

$63,000 was donated to St. 

Baldrick's and $7,000 was 

raised for the playground fund. 

This year, the Tulane Greek 

community is getting involved 

in the event in several ways.  

IFC fraternities will encourage 

their members to commit to 

shaving their heads.  The Pan-

hellenic sororities will be get-

ting involved by helping so-

licit items to be donated to the 

silent auction and by purchas-

ing t-shirts for the event, the 

proceeds of which are donated.
